YEAR 1 CURRICULUM

English

During the Summer Term we will explore ‘We’re Going on a Bear Hunt’ &
‘The Grunt and the Grouch’, with a focus on re-telling a story, character
descriptions and innovating their own stories. We will also focus on writing
instructions, letters, and invitations. We will also learn about Traditional
Nursery Rhymes and learn poetry to perform.

Mathematics

During the first half of this term, we will be learning about Multiplication,
Division, and fractions. During the second half we will learn about Place
value to 100, Money, Time, Position and Direction.

Theme

In the first half of the term, we will look at the local area; locating features
on a map; exploring the local area & finding physical & human features.
We will make a comparison between Braunstone/ Leicester & Newtown
Linford, exploring their similar and different features.

In the second half of the term, we will look at Seaside holidays in the past,
and we will identify and explore the different nations of the UK, locating
them on a map and learning about their different features. We will name
and locate different cities in the UK and name the seas surrounding it.

DT — In DT during the Summer Term we will explore a range of
techniques and will learn to construct our own windmills.

Music
During this term we will explore Music Technology — structure & form, and
we will also learn about 20" Century Music.

Art: We will have a focus on the artist Piet Mondrian this term, learning
about his life and exploring some of his famous pieces of art. We will also
create our own pieces of art in the style of Mondrian. As well as this, we
will be exploring the technique of weaving.

PE is part of our academy curriculum,
and we expect all children to
bring/wear a full PE kit to school so

on reading their e-book in your child’s
reading diary. You can also comment on
any other reading your child does at
home, e.g., magazines and their reading
for pleasure book.

Children will also be given the
opportunity to bring home a ‘Reading for
pleasure’ book each week. This book is
not necessarily at their reading level but
a book of choice to be shared and
enjoyed with an adult.
