
Welcome back to the new term.  
Our year 2 children are doing brilliantly, they have settled back into the new term and are enjoying our new topic of Exploring Near and Far.  

We would like to share some information with you, about what your child will be learning over the Summer term; as well as offering you 
opportunities to support your child’s understanding of subjects studied. 

We expect a high standard of 
behaviour from all children which 
is monitored by all staff in the 
academy.  The Behaviour Policy 
(which can be found on our website) 
explains the academy rules, rewards 
and sanctions in detail.   
 
Every week we have a celebration 
assembly where achievements are 
shared and certificates are awarded.  
 
Unacceptable behaviour, both in and 
out of the classroom, will be dealt 
with firmly but fairly according to the 
academy’s Behaviour Policy.   
You will be informed of any major 
incidences, or if your child’s behaviour 
results in two or more detentions 
within a period of two weeks. 

Uniform is the same for Years 1-3.   
All pupils must wear correct uniform,  
including acceptable footwear.  A  
letter will be sent home with pupils 
who have missing or incorrect  
uniform.

Being on time to school is really 
important. Your child’s classroom door will 

open at 8:45 ready for school to start at 

8.50. The gates will shut at 9.00. 
 

This term we are having a focus on 
handwriting (between 8.50 and 9.05 am) 
During this time your child will have the 
opportunity to practise and improve their 
handwriting. 
 
If your child arrives late they will miss this 
vital part of the school day.   
Therefore, it is important that your child 
arrives on time every day. 

We expect children to be reading for at least 
10 minutes daily. Please write that you have 
heard your child read in their reading diary. It is 
vital that you listen to your child read and 
discuss their book with them. Ask them 
questions about it. Ask them to retell the story. 
Stop halfway through and ask them to guess 
what will happen next. This helps to support 
their understanding. Books will be changed 
on a Thursday.  



 
Over the first part of the Summer 
term, our topic focus will be an 
Art/Science topic called ‘How does 
your garden grow?’  
During this theme we will look at 
different plants and vegetables and 
how they grow. We will build on 
previous knowledge to understand 
what plants need to grow, why we 
need plants and how this links to our 
diet. This will include growing a bean 
seed.  
During the second half of the Summer 
term we will focus on Geography and 
our topic will be called ‘Exploring Near 
and Far’ We will look at the continents 
and the different countries and make 
comparisons with the UK.  
 
We will also study artist Henri Matisse 
as part of our artist theme week. 

Our PE day this term is Monday. 
PE is part of our academy curriculum and 
we expect all children to wear a full 
PE kit to school so that they can take 
part in their PE sessions on this day.  
 
Jewellery should not be worn on this 
day.  Earrings cannot be worn during PE 
sessions. Teachers and Teaching 
Assistants are not allowed to help 
children remove their earrings.  If your 
child has recently had their ears pierced 
they will have to bring micropore tape to 
cover their earrings until they can take 
them out. 

Queensmead Quests will continue to be given 
out once per half term.  The aim is to provide a 
range of challenges for your child to choose 
from.  We would be grateful if you can support 
and encourage them.  If your child experiences 
any difficulties with the homework, we 
encourage them to come and see their class 
teacher for more support.   
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During the Summer term, the children 
will take their SATS tests. These will 
have been practised in school and the 
children will be supported during the 
process. Please ensure that your child 
gets plenty of rest and have had a 
good breakfast, so they are ready to 
do their best. 

 We are booking an exciting and fantastic 
experience for the children that will link 
to our theme work involving animals and 
their habitats. This will be an in-school 
experience, so look out for the letter 
detailing this.

Stars where they can access a range of 
activities and improve their timetable skills.
