WELCOME TO YEAR 5!

UNIFORM

Uniform is the same for Years 4-6.
All pupils must wear correct uniform,
including acceptable footwear. A
letter will be sent home with pupils
who have missing or incorrect
uniform.

In the Spring term we will be going swimming for our
PE sessions every Monday. Please ensure you
remember your swimming kit and towel each week —
these sessions are a life skill for the children and
great fun.

START OF DAY ACTIVITY (SODA)

For the first 15 minutes of every day
there will be a focused learning activity
planned by the teacher. If your child
arrives late they will miss this vital part of
the school day. Therefore, it is important
that your child arrives on time.

Doors open at 8:45am for a prompt
start at 8.50am.
The gates then shut at 9am.

PHYSICAL EDUCATION

Our PE day this half term is Monday.
PE is part of our academy curriculum and
we expect all children to wear a full
PE kit to school on this day so that
they can take part in their PE in the
morning.

On Monday all children will be going
swimming at Braunstone Leisure
Centre. Please remember to send your
child with a swimming kit (including a
towel) each Monday.

Jewellery should not be worn on this
day. Earrings cannot be worn during PE
sessions. Teachers and Teaching
Assistants are not allowed to help
children remove their earrings. If your
child has recently had their ears pierced
they will have to bring micropore tape to
cover their earrings until they can take
them out.

HOMEWORK

Queensmead Quests will be given out once per
half term. The aim is to provide a range of
challenges for your child to choose from. We
would be grateful if you can support and
encourage them. If your child experiences any
difficulties with the homework, we encourage
them to come and see their class teacher for more
support.

In addition, we expect children to be reading for
at least 10 minutes daily. It would be really
beneficial if you could listen to your child read and
discuss their book regularly to support their
understanding.

SPELLINGS & TIMESTABLES

Children have logins to Times Table Rock Stars
where they can access a range of activities and
improve their timetable skills.

They will also have weekly spellings which they
are welcome to practice at home as well as at
school. These will be assessed weekly on a Friday.
