through pitch

*Explore the local community and understand why some
places are special to other people.

*Develop an understanding of the local area, places they can
visit and their purpose.

*Explore the special stories of Holi and Easter.

*Begin to understand the way different festivals are
celebrated in Leicester.




Learning to share at home

*Below are a number of activities that both you and your child could enjoy together allowing them to consolidate their learning by enforcing links
between the classroom and the outside world.

e Talk about and draw a map of one of your journeys to the shop/ a relative’s house/ park, etc... How did you get there? What did you see?

e Count how many buses/trucks/bicycles/lorries/cars/rubbish trucks, etc.... pass your house. You can extend this by counting and recording different
coloured cars and adding them together by ‘counting on’.

e Ask your child what they know about Braunstone/ their local area. Share any information you may have with them.

e Look at a range of maps both paper copies and on the Internet. Can you find Queensmead? How does a map help us?

e Whilst out shopping, encourage your child to spot as many letter sounds as they can on logos and packaging. How many can they read?
e Look for numbers in the local environment on number plates, front doors, signage etc...

e Explore all the different ways to make 5. You could use buttons, pennies, pasta, fingers etc.

e Talk with your child about how animals and plants grown and change.
