They have quickly remembered all
the routines of school life and are enjoying their learning. This term the children will be studying two topics: Colourful Cultures- Western Africa
and Under Our Feet. They will take part in lots of exciting activities which cover all areas of the curriculum. We are especially looking forward
to our Trip to Beacon Hill to visit an extinct volcano. Thank you for supporting your child at home with any homework, learning their times
tables, spellings and reading. However, the expectation is that your child reads with you at least four times a week for five minutes or longer.
We would like to share with you some information about what your child will be learning over the Summer Term, as well as offering you
opportunities to support your child’s understanding of subjects studied (see next page).

We expect a high standard of behaviour
from all children which is monitored by all
staff in the academy.
